The medical student shall demonstrate ethical behavior
at all times. S/he should respect patient confidentiality at
all times and in all places. S/he should respect diversity
in patients and colleagues. Respect for other health care
personnel is expected at all times. The medical student
should respond promptly, politely and effectively to
requests for help or information concerning patients in
their care. The resident should be accountable for his/her
own actions.

The medical student must demonstrate interpersonal and
communication skills that result in effective information
exchange and teaming with patients, their families, and
other health professionals.

The medical student should write notes in patient’s
charts that are clear, accurate and appropriate. Verbal
presentations should be clear and concise and reliable.
S/he should talk with patients in articulate and
understandable language. S/he should listen to patients
and their families, be sensitive to their concerns, and
respond appropriately. The resident should understand
the principles of informed consent. S/he should maintain
collegial and effective interaction with nurses and others
directly involved in the patient’s care.
